Foundress’s Exceptionally Rich Personality

Mother Marie of the Conception died young, She was only chirey-
eight years and seven months old on that carly January morning in 1827
when she pronounced her Jase words after which this bulletin has been
named: Hosanna te the Son of Darvid! Her life, however, though short,
left a deep impression upon all those who knew her. Already early, Adele
de Baz de Trenquelleon possessed a character of unusual eagerness and
vivacity. In fact, her biggest life-long problem was to hold her eathusiasm
in check.

Before she ended ber ‘ieens, Adele found abundant occasion for
dedicating her ardent, energetic personality 10 God's service. Finding
herself at fifteen in charge of a pious association for girls that soon spread
over a large area of southwestern France, she threw heeself into this work
with great zest and imagination. In the countryside about her home, she
likewise led a very active personal apostolate of devotedness to the poor,
o the sick, to the children who needed catechetical instruction. No need
was too challenging for Adele, Nu problem could stop her, A born leader
and a great lover of God and souls, she directed ail the exuberance of
her being toward her Master and His children on earth,

This overbubbling of arder accompanicd Adele 1o the convent of
which she was Foundress. But soon her body proved inadequate for the
intense life she wanted 1o lead. Death claimed ber less than twelve years
after the foundation of the Daughters of Mary. Short as was her career
on eacth, it was filled with richness and zeal.

When Mother Maric of the Conception will be better known, she
will undoubtedly stand out as one of the great personalities among the
Foundresses of religious life during the Nincteenth Century.

First American Superior

Mother Mary Ann, who has written the fea-
wre article on this page, is the first American
Daughter of Mary 10 be named a superior. She
licads the community of Sisters teaching at St
Joseph School of Devine, Texas. This was the
first American community to be sent from (he
house of foundation in Somerset, Texas, where
the Marianist Sisters came in 1949, After only
ten years, they have four houses in America.

She didn't go 1o the foreign missions, Nor preach. Nor publish. Yet
in the heart of Mother Marie of the Conception burned such a brilliant
flame of love for Jesus and Mary that she Jonged intensely “to go o the
end of the earth and live among savages” in order to gain souls for
Them. It was a flame that enkindled not only those in contact with her,
but which has burned as a beacon for those who followed her.

This ardent young religious renounced her own wishes and quiedly
assumed the responsibilities Divine Providence assigned o her. She was
not yet twenty-seven when, in cooperation with Fadher Chaminade, she
founded the Davghiers of Mary in France, As foundress, she was never
destined 1o a spectacular apostalate. Rather, her role was to instill in cach
of her daughiers a grear thiese for holiness, sought after in themselves and
others.

Her vivacious personality aroused the enthusiasm of her first Sisters,
“What happiness,” she wrote, "if we are able to cooperate in the
salvation of one soul ransomed by the Blood of a God!" She formed them
s “Missionaries of Mary.” Under her inspiration they gave themselves
unstintingly 1o their Queenly Mother and 0 Her mission, the redemption
of all men.

She directed their fiest steps in the work of rechristianizing the rural
arcas of France, almost lost to the Faith after the Revolutionacy War.
Their ardor reflected her own desire to fight more actively in the strug-
gle to establish Christ's kingdom. Writing to the novices she exclaims, *'1
can hardly wait to be able to send you as apostles for the conquest of
souls into all the places where Providence calls you.”

Too soon she had to leave her beloved Congregation, She died eleven
years after the foundation of the first house at
Agen. Some persons felt the litde communities
would not withstand (he blow, that without her
vitalizing force the organization would collapse.
But they reckoned without Maother Marice of the
Conception. It became evident that her maternal
care had not ceased, From heaven she continued
1o watch over, encourage and inspire her daugh-
ters, Instead of dying out, the society Aourished,
spreading to other European countries, Then as
if making an attempt o satisfy her insatiable
craving for souls, it advanced w mission Iands
to seek out souls for Christ and His Maother.

Nor has her guidance ceased. She has taken
special incerest in the foundation her daughters
have made in the United States. No longer able
to inspire them personally by her words and
example, she gives full proof of her continuing
direction through the events which are shaping
their destiny,

In 1949, the first American community was
founded in Somerset, Texas. 1e seems more than
pure coincidence that these pioneers were called
upon to engage in catechedical instruction, one
of Adele de Trenquelleons early projects, in dhis

Foundress Comes To Aid of
Early Marianist Brothers

The Daughters of Mary have been greatly
aided in establishing their ficst communities in
America by the Society of Mary. There was a
time however when the Marianist Brochers lived
in poverty and had tw depend upon the
Marianist Sisters.

In 1822, Father Chaminade wrote 10 Mother
Marie of the Conception that the Brother
superior at Agen did not have “enough money
to go to Bordeaux with his little woop™ for
the annual reweat, Father Chaminade suggested
that the Brothers request the money of the
Sisters and he wrote 1o Mather Marie o inform
her of it

The poverty of the Marianist Brothers at
Agen continued and the Foundress soon became
accustomed o helping them, In 1826, she wrote
from Agen to the Superior at Tonneins who had
consulted her on the question of charity o the
poor: "The Institute (Society of Mary) is rid-
dled with problems. Our poor Brothers arouse
our pity. One of them is sick — we are sending
bouillon and wood (for heating), because they
had none lefe.”

She added a word of advice o the Sisters:
“We must always give something 10 the poor —
much if we have much, little if we have litde,
As to us, let us be happy if we feel poverty;
our vow would be only a fictitious vow if we
would not want to feel its effects at all.”

New Postulator Appointed
For Mother Marie’s Cause

Very Rev. Pierre Humbertelaude, S.M., who
lives in Rome, has recently been appointed Pos-
wlator of the Cause of Beatification of Mother
Marie of the Conception. Two years ago, the
former Postulator, Very Rev. Eugene Scherrer,
S.M., was forced by declining health w retire.
Thus, Father Humbertclaude, already Postulator
of Father Chaminades Cause of Beatification, has
taken over the responsibilicy of furthering the
glorification of both Founders who collaborated
in the creation of the Institute of the Daughters
of Mary Immaculate, often called cthe Marianist
Sisters,

Referring to these two Founders, Fadwr

Humbertclaude last year made the following
statement;

“So closely united during ctheir life, these
two beautiful souls are sl more united in
cternity and that is why there can be no surer
way of hastening their glorification than 10
unite the two Causes in the same prayers.”

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rural community. Not long afterwards, they
began 1o teach in the parochial schools in
Somerset and Devine, for catechetical c(lasses
alone were insuflicient to form the Christian
leadees that Mother Marie of the Conception
and Father Chaminade dreamed of. A third
parochial school, St. James in San Antonio was
accepted in 1957, The latest stage of growth,
apparent in the erection of an American mother-
house-novitinte, was completed in the fall of
1958, Many cvents leading 10 this final accom-
plishment couldn’c have juse “happened',

Sixteen American have become Daughiers of
Mary since the fiese three seetled in Texas
almost ten years ago. This slow but constant
growth in spite of numecrous obstacles indicates
the vigilant care of the Foundress. Perhaps it is
she who has arranged thae the apostolic works
the Sisters have undertaken are the ones for
which she herself showed a preference. At any
rate, those who come into contact with her
vibrant spirit feel that ber apostolic ardor scill
flares, puiding and encouraging, a beacon for
her Marianist family.

Let us quote her when, at sixteen, she com-
mented as follows on the words of Christ:
Learu of Me becanse 1 am meck and bumble
of beart!:

"We should imitate His meckness not only
by not lewing any movement of impatience
appear on the ouside, but also by trying w0
«alm within ourselves all uprisings that take
place there. Our nature is an immortified one
that can endure nothing. God loves peaceful
hearts. His dwelling-place is in those who know
how to possess their souls in peace.”
