Worldwide Novena Set for January 2-10

On January 10, 18217, still young in years and in zest, Mother Maric
of the Conception passed into clernity in Agen, France. Her last
words inspired the title of this bulletin: “Hosanana to the Son of David!"”
January 10 is consequently a festive date in Marianist cireles, where
it is Foundress Day, just as January 22 is “Founder’s Day.” These two
dates commemorale the anniversarics of the death of the Foundress
of the Daughters of Mary and of Father Chaminade, Co-Founder of
the Daughters of Mary and Founder of the Socicty of Mary.

January 10 is also every year the final daile of a novena made for
the glorification of Mother Marie of the Conceplion. It can rightly be
called an *international novena,” because it is observed in numerous
countries of the world.

Readers of HOSANNA! are eagerly invited to set aside January
2 to 10 for sharing in this novena. They ean rightfully have a eertain
feeling of solidarity in making it, for many hundreds of Marianist
Sislers, Brothers and priests, as well as their friends, will join in
the same prayers for the inlercession of the same saintly Foundress.

This year you are carnestly asked to make the novena for the
miraculous recovery from cancer of Brother Norbert Kramer, S.M.,
of Belleville, Illinois. Any hesilations that might have been enler-
tained as Lo the nced of a miracle for his recovery disappeared last
June at the time of an operation. The surgeon found the malignancy
too far developed to do anything. Only a first-class miracle can save
Brother Norbert. He was able until recently to teach four high school
courses, but at the cost of progressively growing complications. A mir-
acle in his favor would greatly advance the cauze of Mother Marie, to
whom he has confided his cure.

Adele Writes on Human Friendship

The very carliest letler of Adéle de Batz de
Trenquelléon to be preserved from among the
hundreds that issued from her busy pen, is
dated February 2, 1805, She was fifleen years,
seven months old. Since this letter opened a
new corrcspondence, Adele wanted it to be
a friendship in God. On the top of the page,
she wrote this moito: “God is the principle
of all Christian jriendship.” This thought is
in the background of the entire letter, from
which we sclect the following:

“God is the one and only principle of all
Christian friendship and the only durable
bond. When we love each other in God and
in view of God, we are sure of loving -cach
other always. A friendship that does not have
this basis for joundation cannot long endure,
at least ordinerily. The least thing caunses u
cooling-off, whereas, when loving each other
in God wno matter what happens the reasons
for loving always endure.”

This from o tecn-ager! But onc given to
God. While Adéle loved others and wanted
to be loved by them, her quest for human
affection was fixed in her outbreak of love
for God and fused with il 1o make but onc
great seeking of love.

Foundress’s Love for the Lowl_y

The carliest biography of Mother Maric of the Conception
appearcd in 1861, 34 years after her death, and was written by
n Beuedictine priest, named Pradiéd, While not often referred
to Dbecause of his unreliable quotations from the Foundress, his
baolk gives an authentic appreciation of Adéle’s cxtraordinary
love and wnderstanding of other persouns, and especially of the
{owly.

Nothing could depict the tenderness of Mademoisclle de Trenquel-
leon for the poor. Alter renouncing the happiness of possessing a
family on carth, she chose them for her children. ... To have a right
to her charity, it was enongh to be unfortunate.. .. The company of
the poor and the sick were her greatest delight. . ..

After the foundation of the Institute [of the Daughters of Mary],
not possessing any more money lo relieve them, she deprived her-
self of her own dinner that she would give lo the poor without her
Sisters’ knowing it....Her vow of poverty seemed to be painful to
her only when she could not come to the aid of the unfortunate....
In the works of zeal, she always chose the instruction of the poor.. ..

Adéle did not limit her charity and compassion to the sole physical
misfortunecs of the poor. The health of their souls occupicd her also.
Condemned by their indigence to the life of a wanderer, most oficn
doprived of all spiritual help, they had a very special right to the
zeal of their charitable and loving almsgiver whose adopted children
they were. In order not to lose any occasion favoring this pious duty,
Mademoiselle de Trenguelléon reserved io hersell the care of dis-
tributing alms at the door of the chiilcau. As soon as the voice of a
begpar was heard, she would promptly hasten toward him, a smile
on her lips and her hands filled with the various things needed for
relicving his misery. After having given him joy by her abundant
liberality and thus having disposed him to
listen to her, she would speak to him of
God and of the salvation of his soul. ...

Nothing could express the joy of Mother
de Trenquelléon at the entry of a postulant.
One would have believed sceing a mother
finding a dear daughter whoe had long been
absent. ... We can understand what a pleasant
impression such a motherly welcome pro-
duced on the postulants. From the first mo-
mend, their hearts were attached to their
good Superior; and, once confidence was won,
they had no furiher scerets from Mother
Foundress. ...

Far from drawing profit for hersclf be-
cause ol her nobility and her title of Found-
ress, she wanted to be distinguished from her
Sisters only by the choice of the most humble
offices....She did not wanl to be exempted
from the work of the refectory. This act of
charity and humility filled her with joy. She
was seen to hasten to provide for everything,
watching with a malernal solicitude over the
needs of ecach of her daughters. When her
occupalions permitled it, she would go to

A picture of Mother de Trenquelléon was
brought to Janine who prayed with all her
heart in union with the religions and teachers,
Contrary to all cxpectations, the temperaiure
remained normal and after two days, n normal
intestinal condition had been again brought
about.

Sister Catherinc has been seized by a ter-
rible infcction of a finger since the first weck
of January. She was in the hospital several
days. Seplicemin was fecared, the Superior
told me, when she took a turn for the beiter,
For we had placed a little bag of Mother
Foundress’s ashes on the bandage.
